e Submissions will be reviewed by 3 judges
representing UN-Habitat, the EU delegation to
Myanmar, and a local NGO. Judges will select 10
finalists and three competition winners.

o Second Place: 100,000 MMK

o Third Place: 75,000 MMK

o Seven Finalists: 50,000 MMK each

e Photos will be evaluated based on:
